Enrolled, An Act,

To allow certain health care facilities and hospice
care programs to transfer unused prescription medications to
charitable clinics for use at the clinics under certain
conditions; and to provide for immunity under certain
conditions.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. This act shall be known and cited as the
" Act®

Section 2. As used in this act, the following terms
shall have the following meanings:

(1) ASSISTED LIVING FACILITY. An institution or
facility licensed as an assisted living facility under
regulations of the State Board of Health.

(2) CHARITABLE CLINIC. The term includes an
established free medical clinic as defined in subdivision (1)
of Section 4 of Act 2000-680 and any community health center
provided for under the Federal Public Health Service Law.

(3) CHARITABLE PATIENT. For purposes of this act,
the term shall not include patients who are eligible to
receive drugs under the Alabama Medicaid Program cor under any
other prescription drug program funded in whole or in part by

the state.
